Welcome back to Some Mothers do ‘ave ‘em. I am Pam and I will be describing act 2 for you.

In this act we are introduced to two new characters, Mr Terry Luscombe, a BBC television producer who has come to interview Frank for the television show “Stars of Tomorrow”. He is played by the same actor as Mr Worthington. He has grey hair and beard and wears horn rimmed glasses. His suit jacket is brown with a tartan pattern , he wears brown trousers, a yellow shirt and bow tie.

He is accompanied by Desmond the camera and sound man. He is tall and thin with short brown hair and moustache and he also wears glasses. Desmond is casually dressed in jeans, brown jacket and trainers. He carries a bag with a recorder and TV camera.
Scenes

During the introduction of the recording for Stars of Tomorrow betty, Frank and Mr Luscombe sit on the sofa. Two legs on the left hand side are missing causing the sofa to be lopsided. They all lean to the left, trying not to slide down to the floor.

As the evening goes on Betty’s mum Mrs fisher can usually be seen with a glass of wine in her hand, progressively getting drunker, stumbling around the living room and slurring her words.

When Frank gets changed in preparation for his magic act he disappears into the cupboard under the stairs, reappearing wearing a white shirt, stripy tank top and a beige raincoat with black beret.

At the end of the show,  when Frank and Betty take their bow frank is wearing his magicians suit, all in white with silver lapels, a white top hat and white shoes. Betty acting as his glamorous assistant is also dressed in white. She wears a long flowing dress with a silver sash around her waist.

Recap

As in Act 1 there are lots of loud bangs, crashes and lights flashing.

When the doorbell rings there are bangs from next door to make it stop. When lights flicker they bang on the walls to turn them off. If someone stamps their feet when a record is playing it changes to a different song.
Introduction/

We join the Spencer’s where we left them, dinner has just exploded in the kitchen, Frank and Betty appear in the living room with smoke wafting through the door. Father O’Hara is in the kitchen, his face is red with black marks on it caused by the smoke. The doorbell is ringing continuously and the record player is playing. They quickly run round, rearranging furniture before answering the door to Mr Luscombe and Desmond.
